On April 28th, there was a briefing
session for the completion of the RD#3
construction at Quay D. From the time
of steel cutting in February of last year,
it has taken 14 months to complete its
construction. The RD#3 is designed to
have a floatage capacity of 80,000tons,

is 336 meters long and is 62 meters
wide. 
This dock will be used for the partial
construction of Large Containerships
and 200-250K LLNGCs as well as for
the Re-Docking of LLNGCs before their
delivery. 

DSME has published the Annual
Report 2005 .

DSME has recently received two orders for
150,900 CBM LNG-RVs(LNG Regasification
Vessel) for Belgium based Exmar Marine N.V. 
This represents a noteworthy amount of 536
million USD in orders combined.
The LNG-RV is a newly developed LNGC
with many additional features such as a
mooring system, regasification system, and a

discharging system tailored for use with an
underwater pipeline. 
The greatest merit of this vessel is that it can
supply LNG directly into the customer’ s
pipelines without the huge investment needed
to construct LNG terminals. 
The vessel is literally its own LNG terminal.
Therefore, the LNG-RV with these distinct
advantages is expected to be a key player in
the expanding LNG market. The ship is 291
meters long, 43.4 meters wide, and 26 meters
deep and can carry 150,900 CBM of LNG at
the speed of 19.2 knots. She will be delivered
to her owner in November of 2009. 
With this order, DSME has posted new orders,
including offshore plants, worth 5.22 billion
USD, which is 52.2% for this year’ s target
amount of 10 billion USD.
